   Purpose of the System

 
AFMIS is an automated food management information and Class I supply 
system designed to improve subsistence accountability, automate headcount 
procedures, and the overall efficiency of Army Food Program resources. The 
system consists of three major subsystems.

 

●     The Troop Issue Subsistence Activity (TISA) Subsystem is for use at each Troop 
Issue Subsistence Activity location throughout the Army. This subsystem 
provides automated inventory control; stock accounting; and issue, receipt, 
storage, and financial accounting records for all Class I supplies.

●     The Installation Food Advisor (IFA) Subsystem is for use at the installation food 
advisor level throughout the Army. This subsystem provides automated reports, 
inquiries, file maintenance, and equipment control procedures to monitor dining 
facility operations. The Installation IFA may grant access to the DFO Inquiry 
Process to subordinate food advisors (division, brigade, etc) as required.

●     The Dining Facility Operations (DFO) Subsystem is for use in each Army dining 
facility. This subsystem provides automated inventory control, receipt 
processing, menu planning, headcount procedures, and accounting records for 
the dining facility operation.

 Subsystem Functions  

The TISA Functions are used to:

●     Requisition subsistence from various sources.

●     Process receipts and issue subsistence to supported customers.

●     Process Direct Vendor Delivery (DVD) and Local Purchase (LP) items.

●     Maintain storage locations and physical inventories.

●     Provide input to the Standard Army Financial System (STANFINS) and maintain 
the Voucher Register and General Control (VRGC) file, Food Cost and Feeding 
Strength Summary (DA Form 2969, and maintain customer accounts.

●     Perform TISA file inquiries and print reports.

●     Provide input to the DFO files.

●     Provide input to the Defense Integrated Subsistence Management System 
(DISMS).

The IFA Functions are used to:

●     Monitor dining facility accounts, cook status information, and inventory.

●     Maintain the installation Master Menu, recipe files, and cash meal payment costs.

●     Monitor and update recipe costs and POS sell prices.

●     Monitor and maintain the installation dining facility equipment files.

●     Provide input to the DFO files.

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Purpose of AFMIS

●     Prepare the random sampling surveillance schedule for contract operations.

The DFO Functions are used to:

●     Plan menus, request subsistence from TISA/STORES NT, and monitor the dining 
facility account status.

●     Process production schedules, production reports, dieter's menus, kitchen 
requisitions, production histories, and create and maintain menu templates.

●     Process physical inventories, transfers, statements of charges, and reports of 
survey.

●     Perform dining facility file inquiries and print reports.

●     Process daily headcount and cash collections, generate cash collection vouchers, 
maintain personnel files, perform headcount inquiries, and print reports.

●     Provide input to the TISA files.

AFMIS operates in a fully interactive mode with all subsystem databases and files 
residing on the installation AFMIS server. Each user accesses files using a desktop 

personal computer (PC) with a color monitor.
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
