0451-ADMN-2002:  
TLO:  Given the requirement to conduct an airdrop operation and the reference, determine the equipment and supplies required to support an airdrop operation, to ensure all equipment, supplies and logistical support are identified.  (0451-ADMN-2002)

ELOs:  
Given operations order (OPORD) and appropriate references, understand mission requirements, to ensure required supplies are delivered timely and in serviceable condition.  

(0451-ADMN-2002a)

Given operations order (OPORD), appropriate references, administrative supplies and mission oriented items, identify mission requirements of an airdrop operation, to ensure all supplies, airdrop equipment and support equipment are identified.  (0451-ADMN-2002b)

Given support requirements, annex to an operation order (OPORD), administrative supplies and appropriate references, complete airdrop support planning requirements, to ensure 100% of airdrop requirements are met.  (0451-ADMN-2002c)
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0451-ADMN-2003:

TLO:  Given the responsibility of Publication NCO, maintain all pertinent publications for use in airdrop, to ensure all required publications are maintained and updated.  (0451-ADMN-2003) 

ELOs:  
Given publications, directed changes to publications and appropriate administrative supplies, identify publication revisions, to ensure all required changes are identified with 100% accuracy.  (0451-ADMN-2003a)
Given publications, directed changes to publications and appropriate administrative supplies, update publications, to ensure all required changes are removed and approved information inserted, with 100% accuracy.  

(0451-ADMN-2003b)
Given revised publications and administrative supplies, perform publication administrative requirements, to ensure all changes to publications are correctly documented.  (0451-ADMN-2003c)
0451-ADMN-2004:  

TLO:  Given a storage facility, airdrop items requiring storage, and the reference, monitor the in-storage quality control program, to ensure all airdrop items are properly stored, maintained and accounted for.

ELOs:  

Given a Consolidated Memorandum Receipt (CMR), Unit Deployment List (UDL), administrative supplies, and airdrop items, account for airdrop items, to ensure 100% accountability of all airdrop items.  (0451-ADMN-2004a)
Given airdrop items requiring storage, proper facility storage containers, administrative supplies and the references, ensure proper storage of airdrop items, to maintain airdrop items in 100% serviceable condition and stored within climate control standards.  (0451-ADMN-2004b)
0451-MAIN-2609:
TLO:  Given the billet of NCOIC of an airdrop equipment repair activity, personnel, materials, tools, administrative supplies and the references, supervise the operations of an airdrop equipment repair activity, to ensure all equipment repairs are performed correctly, within specified timeframes and to ensure all administrative requirements are performed.  

(0451-MAIN-2609)
ELOs:  

Given defective airdrop item, Equipment Repair Order (ERO), personnel, tools, administrative supplies and references, supervise the acceptance of defective airdrop items into the maintenance activity, to ensure all defects are identified and administrative actions are correctly initiated.

Given a defective airdrop item, Equipment Repair Order (ERO), Equipment Repair Order Shopping List (EROSL), personnel, tools, administrative supplies and references, supervise the performance of maintenance, to ensure all repairs and administrative requirements are performed without error.  
(0451-MAIN-2609b)

Given a repaired airdrop item or unserviceable item, Equipment Repair Order (ERO), Equipment Repair Order Shopping List (EROSL), personnel, tools, administrative supplies and references, supervise the completion actions of the maintenance activity, to ensure proper disposition of all airdrop items and completion of appropriate administrative actions.  (0451-MAIN-2609c)

0451-OPS-2702:
TLO:  Given the requirement to perform the duties of malfunction officer during an airdrop operation, necessary equipment and the references, perform the duties of Malfunction Officer, to ensure safe and efficient operations are maintained within the drop zone.  (0451-OPS-2702)

ELOs:  

Given the requirement to perform a malfunction/incident investigation, appropriate equipment, administrative supplies and references, perform an on-

site investigation, to ensure security of investigation area, and all 

available evidence and information is accurately documented.  

(0451-OPS-2702a)

Given a malfunction/incident investigation, evidence or information, administrative supplies, computer assets and references, complete required reports, to ensure reports accurately reflect the malfunction/incident and are submitted in accordance with published timelines.  (0451-OPS-2702b)

0451-RIG-2906:
TLO:  Given the billet of NCOIC of an airdrop rigging activity, personnel, materials, tools, administrative supplies and the references, supervise the operations of an airdrop rigging activity, to ensure adherence to proper rigging procedures, storage and monitoring.  (0451-RIG-2906)
ELOs:  

Given personnel, tools, administrative supplies and references, supervise administrative actions for the airdrop rigging activity, to ensure all policies, procedures and directives are adhered to and standing operating procedures implemented.  (0451-RIG-2906a)
Given an airdrop rigging activity, airdrop items, tools, hazardous materials and references, supervise safety procedures, to ensure all policies are followed with zero safety discrepancies.  (0451-RIG-2906b)

Given items to be airdropped, delivery method, airdrop equipment, tools, administrative supplies, applicable motorized heavy equipment (MHE), personnel and references, supervise the rigging of supplies and equipment, to ensure zero malfunction of airdrop equipment.  (0451-RIG-2906c)

0451-RIG-2910:  

TLO:  Given the billet of NCOIC of a parachute packing activity, personnel, materials, tools, administrative supplies and the references, supervise the operations of a parachute packing activity, to ensure proper deployment of packed parachutes with zero malfunctions of equipment. 

(0451-RIG-2910)

ELOs:  

Given personnel, packing facilities, parachutes, tools, administrative supplies and references, supervise the packing of parachutes, to ensure all parachutes are packed with zero discrepancies.  (0451-RIG-2910a)

Given a properly packed parachute, administrative supplies and the references, complete administrative requirements, to ensure all required documentation is 100% complete and accurate.  (0451-RIG-2910b)

Given properly packed parachutes, appropriate storage area and physical security references, ensure physical security adherence, to ensure unauthorized access to life support equipment.  (0451-RIG-2910c)
0451-OPS-2911:
TLO:  Given the requirement to perform duties of managing the Pack-In-Progress Inspector (PIPI) certification program, applicable personnel, applicable equipment, applicable administrative requirements and the references, manage the Pack-In-Progress Inspector (PIPI) certification program, to conduct all applicable procedures to ensure Pack-In-Progress Inspector (PIPI) certification is adhered to and to ensure zero malfunctions which may result in loss of life or Government assets.  (0451-OPS-2911)

ELOs:
Given a parachute packing facility, personnel, administrative supplies, applicable equipment and references, certify Pack-In-Progress Inspectors (PIPI), to ensure 100% of certification procedures are completed and qualified personnel are appointed as Pack-In-Progress Inspectors (PIPI).  (0451-OPS-2911a)
Given Pack-In-Progress Inspectors (PIPI), a parachute packing facility, personnel, applicable equipment, administrative supplies and references, manage the Pack-In-Progress Inspector (PIPI) certification program, to ensure Pack-In-Progress Inspectors (PIPI) maintain currency and proficiency.  (0451-OPS-2911b)
O451-OPS-2912:
TLO:  Given the requirement to perform duties as a Paraloft Chief, a Paraloft, personnel, appropriate equipment, appropriate tools, appropriate administrative supplies and the references, supervise the operations of a Marine Corps Paraloft, to ensure 100% of the mission requirements are met, all equipment is maintained serviceable and all administrative requirements are completed.  (0451-OPS-2912)

ELOs:  

Given administrative supplies, applicable maintenance management forms, Consolidated Memorandum Receipt (CMR), equipment accountability records and references, manage administrative requirements, to ensure all requirements are documented and submitted accurately and in a timely manner.  

(0451-OPS-2912a)

Given personnel, Unit Table of Organization (T/O) and personnel requirements, validate personnel requirements, to ensure unit remains in a mission capable status.  (0451-OPS-2912b)

Given personnel, training requirements, administrative supplies, applicable airdrop equipment and references, manage training requirements, to ensure all personnel remain current in required proficiencies.  (0451-OPS-2912c)

Given administrative supplies, hazardous materials, a facility, applicable personal protective equipment (PPE), life support equipment and references, manage safety programs, to ensure adherence to safety directives and to minimize Airborne and Air Delivery mission mishaps.  (0451-OPS-2912d)

Given the requirement to perform Airborne and Air Delivery operations, personnel, applicable equipment, administrative supplies and references, determine operational requirements, to ensure all requirements are captured, staffed and submitted to appropriate agency, within prescribed timelines.  (0451-OPS-2912e)
Given the requirement to perform Airborne and Air Delivery operations, personnel, applicable equipment, administrative supplies and references, manage logistical requirements, to ensure movement and sustainment of personnel and equipment in support of Airborne and Air Delivery operations.
