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What is a Family Readiness Volunteer? 

Family Readiness Volunteers are spouses and family members of the Marine Corps Detachment that have volunteered their time to assist the Family Readiness Officer in the execution of the Unit Family Readiness Program.  Family Readiness Volunteers shall embody the unit commander’s family readiness goals and possess a desire to work with the Marines and their families in order to increase family readiness and improve quality of life within the unit. 

Volunteers are an integral part of the Marine Corps' family readiness program and help to serve as a vital link between the Marine Corps Detachment Family Readiness Officer and the families of the Marines. 

The Marine Corps Detachment Command Family Readiness Program supports the spouses, parents and extended family members of the unit Marines by providing communication from the command, serving as a source for information and referral services, and by helping foster a sense of community within the unit. Who can become a Family Readiness Volunteer? 

The Marine Corps Detachment Family Readiness Volunteer Network is always looking to expand its ranks.  Persons interested in serving as a Volunteer should contact the Family Readiness Officer.  To be a Family Readiness Volunteer, the applicant must:
· Be the spouse or parent of a Marine in the unit. 
· Offer 1 year commitment to the Unit Family Readiness Program 
· Complete Family Readiness Volunteer Training. 
· Complete Lifestyles, Insights, Networking, Knowledge, Skills (L.I.N.K.S.) Training. 
· Make every effort to attend monthly Family Readiness Volunteer meetings. 
· Assist the Family Readiness Officer by welcoming families, initiating individual contact with families as necessary, assisting with information and referral services, and providing feedback from unit families.
· Be willing to listen and help other families through difficult times. 
· Complete the DD Form 2793 and submit it to your Family Readiness Officer.

Volunteering

Volunteer Tracking Tool
The Marine Corps has implemented a web-based system whereby volunteers can register to seek volunteer opportunities within the Marine Corps, log hours volunteered, and track training sessions attended.  This allows the Marine Corps to accurately recognize volunteers for total time provided, rather than focusing primarily on time provided to one duty station.
