NARRATIVE

· Chief Warrant Officer Five Ivan M. Supply has served our Army for more than thirty six years. A chronology of his assignments is listed in his Biographical Data. This narrative highlights specific accomplishments.

· ·Ivan M. Supply was born January 20, 1946 in Tampa, Florida. He entered the U.S. Army on 24 June 1960 at Fort Jackson, South Carolina. He served as clerk and Infantry Operations Specialists with HQ, V Corps in Germany until discharged in June 1963. He served as an Administrative Supply Technician with the Georgia ARNG until recalled to active duty as a Supply Warrant Officer in August 1967, a capacity in which he has served to present.

· CW5 Supply first ten years of warrant officer service was spent primarily as a Property Book Officer and Supply Support Technician supporting Troop Units and war fighting soldiers.

· From 1973 to 1977 while assigned to the USA Logistics Center, Fort Lee, Virginia, he was the single primary project officer, responsible for the functional design, analysis, development and testing of the Army’s Standard Automated Property Accounting System. A system in which he developed from concept and placed into a prototype test environment in three years; an achievement unequaled in Army systems design history. The Standard Property Book System (SPBS) used by the Army today, in both the active and reserve components, is the direct result of Mr. Supply’s efforts during this period.

· n 1977, CW5 Supply  was nominated, and was selected, to be the International Supply Officer for HQ Central Army Group (NATO) in Germany. From 1977 to 1979 he planned and implemented supply support for all major NATO Exercises. In addition, he planned, prepared and executed long range budgets with an annual value of two to three million dollars.

· During the period Nov 79 through Sep 80, he was assigned to the US Army Element, Defense Nuclear Agency in Sandia Base, NM. He provided technical assistance to contractors/sub-contractors, universities and government agencies on matters relating to utilization and effective management and control of government owned/high dollar value plant and capital equipment used in performance of defense contracts. He reviewed, rewrote and coordinated the publication of the DNA RDT&E Equipment Control and Management Manual. Because of his efforts on this manual, the dollar amount of equipment reutilized increased from 1.2Μ to 1.9Μ in just one year.

· From 1982 to 1986, as Branch Proponent and Chief Warrant Officer of the QM Corps, CW5 Supply  amassed a myriad of accomplishments to include:

· Filling critical warrant officer shortages in combat support and combat service support specialties while serving as a member of the first Department of the Army Warrant Officer Recruiting Team.

· Providing critical information and analysis on warrant officer management while serving as a key Combat Service Support proponent representative 10 the Chief of Staff,

· Army directed DA Total Warrant Officer (TWOS) Study

· The development and implementation of the TRADOCS initial Warrant Officer Training System (WOTS).

· Singularly performing the initial research and rank coding of QM warrant officer positions within The Army’s Authorization Document System (TAADS). Additionally, he upgraded all QM warrant officer positions, by grade, within TAADS as mandated by the Chief of Staff, Army, Warrant Officer Leader Development Plan.

· He authored and published the first QM Corps Warrant Officer Professional Development Pamphlet, a publication that has been emulated by other branches within the Army that is still in use today.

· He established prerequisites for all four QM warrant officer MOS and performed a technical review of each applicant to ensure prerequisites were met before being boarded by a DA Selection Board.

· He authored and designed the QM warrant officer professional development portion of AR 61 1-1 12 (Warrant officer Military Occupation Specialties) and DA Pamphlet 600-1 1 (Warrant Officer Professional Development).

· As Chief Warrant Officer of the QM Corps, he was the Senior QM warrant officer representing the Quartermaster General of the Army on all issues affecting the QM warrant officer force. He was the central point of contact in establishing responsibilities throughout the Army for all related matters involving the life-cycle management functions for QM warrant officer career management.

· · From June 1987 to February 1990 CW5 Supply served as the senior advisor to the Commanding General, USA Logistics Center, for all personnel proponency matters related to Ordnance, Quartermaster and Transportation warrant officers., He monitored trends and developed proactive initiatives to enhance the life-cycle management and career development for warrant officers with the logistics branches of the Army. Among his many accomplishments during this period he:

· Designed, developed and implemented a concept for the first in a series of the Logistics Center Deputy Commanders and associated schools Assistant Commandants Conferences, a model that continues to be used today.

· Totally reconstructed the QM warrant officer MOS rank coding tables to allow for equal distribution and professional development at the warrant officer, senior warrant officer and master warrant officer levels. This reconstruction was approved at Department of the Army for incorporation into AR 61 1-1 12 and serves as the basic guide for documenting grade requirements in TAADS.
· Served as the lead logistics proponent for HQ ΤRΑDΟC Warrant Officer Training System in establishing Army policy concerning management, development and institutionalization of warrant officer common core training at entry, senior and master levels.

· Prepared and documented detailed generic descriptions that define the Roles and Functions of warrant officers at three distinct levels, warrant officer, senior warrant officer and master warrant officer. This initiative effectively classified the Army warrant officers for training requirements and utilization and was published in AR 611-112.

· Served as the Commanding General representative to the United Kingdom to review and study the British Army Artificer Program. As a result of the after action report, several positive attributes of the British program have been incorporated into the selection and training process for future Army Logistics warrant officers.

· Initiated a detailed and comprehensive initiative to redefine the Multifunctional Logistician that had a profound and enhancing effect on the ASI 7Ζ program towards developing master logisticians for the Army of the future. The end result of this initiative was the development and approval of a functional area (90Α) that identifies the Army’s Multifunctional Logisticians.

· In 1990, at the direction of LTG Carpenter, CG, Combined Field Army (ROK/US) in Korea, he was assigned the responsibility for the development and implementation of the Logistics Management Deactivation Plan for a major headquarters - the Army’s only, and last, Field Army Command of this type. This assignment was given to Mr. Supply over the CFA C4 Staff. He developed a plan that essentially was flawless in that the Combined Field Army deactivated and closed out without any loss of property.

· Considering his tours in Korea, Logistics Management expertise and solid reputation with Korean Army Staff members, he has been requested, by name, on several occasions to return to Korea as a logistics consultant.
· His reputation as a master logistician has been so widespread that he was requested twice by Yale University to serve as a consultant for the Logistics and Supply Management redesign of the school Facility and Grounds Engineering Department.

· CW5 Supply is capping a 36 plus year career with the QM Corps as the Chief Evaluator for the Chief of Staff, Army, Supply Excellence Award Program. It is not only fitting but appropriate that Mr. Supply represent his corps as the direct representative of the Chief of Staff, Army. A prestigious position in which he not only has earned but so richly deserves.

· CW5 Supply’s accomplishments and contributions to the QM Corps and the Army are legendary. The name CW5 Supply has become a household word among soldiers worldwide. He is Mr. Quartermaster and will always be the Chief Warrant Officer of the Quartermaster Corps.
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
